Rollers Ride High at Record Breaking Exhibit ion

The 6th ICE Europe ended 
with record numbers of visi-
tors, exhibitors and floor 
space. During the three day 
show, a total of 5,350 trade 
visitors from 63 different coun-
tries were able to discover a 
wide range of innovative prod-
ucts and services for the pa-
per, tissue,  film and foil con-
verting industry. Compared 
with the previous event, this 
represents an increase in 
visitor numbers of 27% and 
makes this years event the 
biggest ever seen. 

Just Rollers also experienced 
high visitor numbers and 
strong leads during it’s par-
ticipation at the ICE event. 
We also had the pleasure to 
enjoy a Welsh Whisky Tast-
ing evening event  with a 
number of our customers on 
the middle day.

Just Insight Customer Focus 

Innovia Films has recently 
announced the introduction of 
a new range of Biaxially Ori-
ented Polypropylene (BOPP) 
In Mould Label (IML) films for 
injection moulding applica-
tions - RayoForm* 

These new RayoForm IML 
products are manufactured 
using the proprietary ‘bubble’ 
production process which 
gives the film a balanced 
biaxial orientation and there-
fore broadly equal mechani-
cal properties in the machine 
and transverse direction. This 
coupled with the high ma-
chine direction stiffness, 
when compared to Stenter 
produced films, gives specific 
advantages through both 
conversion and moulding 
operations. 

The use of speciality BOPP 
for IML continues to grow, 
being driven by several key 
advantages. Firstly, it is pos-
sible for high resolution 
graphic labels to form an inte-
gral part of the container so 
preventing labels looking 
worn or unattractive during 
the life of the labelled compo-
nent. This makes the tech-
nique invaluable in harsh 
environments. Secondly, the 
labelling operation is re-
moved from the  container 
filling process so simplifying 
factory logistics and reducing 

downtime. The ability to cost 
effectively label five sides of 
pots and tubs in one applica-
tion is an additional advan-
tage. 

RayoForm IW, a solid white 
film, is designed to give a 
gloss effect on containers 
after moulding. Available in 
thicknesses of 58 and 72µm, 
RayoForm IW enables down-
gauging from cast polypropyl-
ene and also offers a more 
robust performance during 
both the printing and mould-
ing processes. The high stiff-
ness of the ‘bubble’ film lends 
itself to labelling larger con-
tainers such as 5-20 litre 
buckets. The surfaces of 
RayoForm IW have been 
optimised for superior sheet 
fed offset printing. 

A clear version is also avail-
able—RayoForm IC. 

Further developments for the 
IML market by Innovia Films 
also include cavitated prod-
ucts which exhibit the orange 
peel effect after moulding; 
films for blow moulding appli-
cations and high gas barrier 
films aimed at extending the 
shelf life of certain food prod-
ucts such as soft cheeses. 

Steve Langstaff, Product 
Manager BOPP commented 
“RayoForm IML films for in-

jection moulding is a new 
area for Innovia Films, but 
we believe that our produc-
tion process offers some real 
benefits throughout the sup-
ply chain. Our ability to pro-
duce stiff, thick, solid BOPP 
is practically unique and cou-
pled with our coating exper-
tise allows us to grow our 
existing product range in the 
IML field.” 

Just Rollers has been sup-
plying Innovia Films’ Wigton 
facility for a number of years 
now and has worked closely 
with staff there to develop 
new materials as require-
ments change. This has 
been achieved by employing 
a consultative approach and 
always being prepared to be 
flexible and try something 
new. This has meant that we 
currently supply many of our 
brand leading products such 
as Super Dynamic, Coatmate 
and Red Satin where tradi-
tional compounds could not 
meet the improvements re-
quired on the production 
lines.

Investment in High Precision Measurement Equipment 

 Quality Update 

 

In collaboration with a num-
ber of our customers, we 
have identified an inspection 
method and equipment set 
that will enable us to measure 
and control our tolerances 
with far higher accuracy than 
previously thought possible. 

Just Rollers plc has recently 
installed a state of the art 
electronic profile measuring 
device from WMG, world 
leaders in this field. The 
WMG 4000 simultaneously 
records multiple data points 
from the roller surface and 
the distance travelled to give 
a profile map of the sample. 

A rubber or polyurethane 
covered roller is made using 
a unique combination of poly-
mer technology and mechani-
cal engineering skills. This 
means traditional measuring 
techniques are often crude, 
unreliable and unable to meet 
the tolerance specifications 
demanded in modern produc-
tion environments. 

We are all seeing the continu-
ing trends of ever increasing 
line speeds whilst maintaining 
product quality which places 
new demands on all areas of 
the process. This is certainly 
an issue for roller companies. 

The bespoke modeling soft-
ware supplied allows real-time 
graphical displays of the sam-
ple contour to reveal any pro-
file deviations immediately. 
Further analyses and compari-
sons can be made using the 
software and we can now pro-
duce roller graphs as part of 
our standard quality control 
procedures if required.
